Summary. Introduction. In the current conditions of economic globalization, rapid development of financial markets, and
Ukraine’s active integration into the global economy, conflicts in the financial sphere are becoming increasingly complex and
diverse. Traditional methods of dispute resolution through judicial bodies are often characterized by lengthy procedures, high
financial costs, and insufficient efficiency, which creates an urgent need for the implementation of alternative conflict resolution
mechanisms. One such effective and flexible tool is mediation-a voluntary process in which a neutral and independent mediator
facilitates the achievement of a mutually beneficial agreement between the parties, ensuring a balance of interests and taking
into account the specific features of financial legal relations.

Mediation in the financial sector is particularly significant due to the high economic value of the subject matter of disputes,
as well as the necessity to maintain commercial and professional confidentiality. It allows parties to avoid lengthy court proceed-
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ings, minimize financial and reputational losses, and preserve business relationships, which is crucial for the stable functioning
of banking and corporate structures. International experience demonstrates that mediation in banking, investment, insurance,
and corporate disputes enables the resolution of a significant portion of conflicts at the pre-trial stage, thereby reducing the
burden on the judicial system and saving the parties’ resources, making it a promising instrument for implementation in Ukraine.

At the same time, the effectiveness of mediation largely depends on the level of legal awareness of participants in financial
relations, the availability of highly qualified mediators, and the development of a legislative framework regulating alternative
dispute resolution procedures. Therefore, a systematic study of mediation in financial legal relations is a relevant and promising
area of development in contemporary Ukrainian law, contributing to increased efficiency in dispute resolution and strengthening
the stability of the financial system.

Purpose. The purpose of this study is to conduct a comprehensive analysis of the legal nature of mediation in financial rela-
tions, assess its effectiveness as an alternative dispute resolution mechanism, and evaluate the prospects for the development
of mediation in Ukraine. The research involves examining the legislative framework regulating mediation, analyzing practical as-
pects of its application in the banking, investment, and corporate sectors, as well as comparing it with the experience of foreign
countries. Special attention is given to identifying the specific needs of participants in financial relations, which allows for the
development of recommendations to enhance the effectiveness of mediation procedures, ensure commercial and professional
confidentiality, and strengthen business relationships. Identifying problematic areas and determining key directions for improv-
ing legislation will contribute to reducing conflicts, saving resources, increasing the stability of Ukraine’s financial system, and
creating favorable conditions for the implementation of modern alternative dispute resolution practices.

Materials and methods. The study utilized a comprehensive set of scientific, legal, and empirical sources, which allowed
for an in-depth and thorough analysis of mediation in the financial sector. The primary materials included the Law of Ukraine
«On Mediation,» scientific monographs, and articles by Ukrainian authors dedicated to alternative dispute resolution methods
in financial legal relations, as well as practical cases of mediation application in banking, investment, and corporate sectors. In
addition, foreign experience in the use of mediation in the United States, the United Kingdom, and Canada was taken into ac-
count, allowing for an assessment of the effectiveness of this mechanism and a comparison with Ukrainian realities, highlighting
the strengths and weaknesses of the legal framework.

The research methodology included comparative legal analysis, a systemic approach, and the generalization and synthesis
of scientific data. Comparative analysis made it possible to identify the specific features of mediation in financial disputes,
determine its legal nature, and outline the main principles of its application. The systemic approach provided a comprehensive
understanding of the mediation process, the interactions between conflict participants, and its impact on the stability of the
financial system. The generalization of practical and theoretical materials contributed to formulating prospects for the devel-
opment of mediation in Ukraine, identifying key challenges, and determining priority directions for improving legislation and the
professional training of mediators, thereby ensuring increased efficiency in resolving financial disputes.

Results. Research indicates that mediation in financial legal relations in Ukraine is gradually gaining significance as an ef-
fective alternative dispute resolution mechanism. An analysis of the regulatory framework and scholarly literature suggests that
the voluntary nature of mediation, the assurance of confidentiality, and the legal enforceability of agreements create favorable
conditions for resolving conflicts among participants in financial relations, including banks, creditors, and debtors, as well as
shareholders and corporate management. Mediation contributes to the optimization of the dispute resolution process, reduces
procedural duration, and helps preserve business relationships between parties.

International experience demonstrates that mediation can resolve up to 70% of financial disputes at the pre-trial stage,
significantly reducing the burden on the judicial system and conserving the resources of the parties involved. In Ukraine, despite
positive legislative developments, mediation remains insufficiently widespread due to low levels of legal awareness and a limited
number of highly qualified mediators capable of effectively handling complex economic conflicts.

Thus, the findings of the study indicate a significant potential for the development of mediation in Ukraine’s financial sector
and emphasize the need for further legislative improvements, the enhancement of legal literacy among participants in financial
relations, and the systematic training of professional mediators.

Discussion. The prospects for the development of mediation in Ukraine’s financial sphere are associated with several key
directions. First, it is necessary to raise the legal awareness of participants in financial legal relations regarding the advantages
of mediation over judicial proceedings. This can be achieved through specialized training programs, seminars, and the inclusion
of mediation courses in the curricula of law and economics faculties.

Second, the development of a professional community of mediators with financial expertise is important. Financial disputes
often require knowledge of banking law, corporate governance, and accounting. The training of highly qualified mediators will
ensure competent dispute resolution and increase trust in the mediation process.

Third, it is necessary to improve legislation to encourage the use of mediation, for example, by introducing preferential
procedures for parties who agree to mediation before court proceedings or financial incentives for companies that actively use
alternative dispute resolution methods.

Thus, the comprehensive implementation of these measures will contribute to the effective and stable development of me-
diation in Ukraine’s financial sphere.
