Summary. Introduction. The financial well-being of professional athletes constitutes not only a private asset but also a
source of fiscal revenues, labour-market spill-overs and the country’s international soft power. A short career horizon, volatile
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compensation streams and a persistent knowledge gap increase the probability of financial instability — a risk further amplified
in Ukraine by currency shocks and war-related disruption.

Purpose. To systematise the drivers of athletes financial vulnerability, evaluate the performance of leading institutional mod-
els of financial education, and justify a regulation-partnership-digital framework for their deployment in the Ukrainian sport
economy, using contemporary theories of institutionalisation as a conceptual compass.

Materials and methods. The study draws on strategic papers («Sport-2030» draft, second-pillar pension bill), collective bar-
gaining agreements of major leagues, reports on Athlete365, NBA RTP and NFL Boot Camp, and peer-reviewed articles indexed
in Scopus and Web of Science. Analytical tools include content analysis, benchmarking, descriptive statistics and scenario
forecasting.

Results. Five objective (career length, payout pattern, pension gap, injury risk, taxation) and five subjective (financial liter-
acy, impulsive spending, peer pressure, risk-seeking investments, career myopia) factors were identified, with special attention
to Ukraine’s context. Global programmes raise test scores, yet lack robust longitudinal indicators. A «<norm-product-metric»
model is proposed: statutory course requirement, CSR-funded fintech delivery and the mobile platform «Finance4Athlete UA»,

accompanied by KPI sets able to secure broad athlete coverage and proportional knowledge gains.

Perspectives. Future research should focus on long-run monitoring of behavioural change, tailoring OECD/INFE tests to
sport-specific income profiles and assessing mixed public-private financing schemes — thereby providing an empirical basis for
optimising policies that enhance the financial resilience of athletes.
