Summary. Within the framework of European studies, this article examines Eurointegration factors influencing the sustain-
able development of the hospitality industry and the restaurant sector. The study analyzes European Union policies, regulatory
frameworks, and economic instruments aimed at combining economic growth with environmental protection and social re-
sponsibility. It is demonstrated that adaptation to EU standards, including sustainable tourism strategies, environmental man-
agement systems, and corporate social responsibility practices, enhances competitiveness, resource efficiency, and long-term
resilience of hospitality enterprises. At the same time, the implementation of Eurointegration approaches remains uneven across
EU member states and neighboring countries, highlighting the need for further research on economic support mechanisms for
sustainable sectoral development.
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Introduction. Modern market relations represent one of the most effective forms of entrepreneurial activity, characterized
by the globalization of economic processes, intensified competition, and increasing demands for economic efficiency. Within the
framework of European studies, particular attention is paid to the analysis of Eurointegration factors that determine the directions
of transformation of national economies and service sectors in the process of their integration into the European economic space.
Under such conditions, the hospitality industry and the restaurant sector undergo significant changes driven by adaptation to Euro-
pean Union policies, regulatory requirements, and standards, as well as by the growing role of sustainable development principles.

European integration shapes a system of Eurointegration factors of sustainable development, encompassing the harmoniza-
tion of economic policies and the implementation of unified standards of service quality, environmental protection, and corpo-
rate social responsibility. These factors directly affect the activities of enterprises in the hospitality industry and the restaurant
sector, defining new requirements for the organization of business processes, resource management, and human capital devel-
opment. In this context, sustainable development is considered not only as a strategic goal but also as an integrated approach
that combines economic efficiency, rational use of natural resources, and the social orientation of entrepreneurial activity in
accordance with European values and standards.

Within the management system of hospitality and restaurant enterprises, sustainable development issues are complex from
the perspective of European studies, as they require the alignment of financial indicators, investment decisions, environmental
expenditures, and social obligations with the regulatory requirements of the European Union. In this regard, the need arises to
determine the role of Eurointegration factors in shaping the economic mechanisms of sustainable development of the hotel and
restaurant business and to substantiate the directions for adapting enterprises in the sector to the European model of sustain-
able economic development.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to substantiate the Eurointegration factors of sustainable development of the hos-
pitality industry and the restaurant sector in the context of European studies, as well as to determine the role of European
Union policies, regulatory frameworks, and economic mechanisms in enhancing the efficiency, competitiveness, and long-term
resilience of enterprises in the sector.

Materials and methods. The research materials include: regulatory acts and policy documents of the European Union in the
fields of sustainable development, tourism, and the hospitality industry; scientific works of domestic and foreign scholars devot-
ed to issues of European integration, sustainable development, and the economics of the hospitality and restaurant business;

It is determined
that the harmonization of the regulatory and legal framework and quality standards of the European Union, access to European
financial instruments, as well as the implementation of EU environmental and social norms act as key factors in enhancing the oper-
ational efficiency and competitiveness of enterprises in the sector. It is proven that the implementation of sustainable development
principles in accordance with European policies and practices contributes to cost optimization, increased investment attractive-
ness, and the strengthening of market positions of hospitality enterprises. At the same time, it is established that the uneven imple-
mentation of Eurointegration approaches, limited access to financial resources, and the complexity of EU regulatory requirements
create additional economic barriers, especially for small and medium-sized enterprises in the hotel and restaurant sector.

Discussion. In further research it is proposed to focus on associated with an in-depth analysis of economic instruments
supporting the sustainable development of hospitality enterprises in the context of European integration, as well as with as-
sessing the effectiveness of implementing green technologies, digitalization, and circular economy models in the hospitality and
restaurant business.
