Summary. Introduction. Small and medium-sized businesses (SMEs) are considered the driving force of the economy and
the basis of the middle class throughout the developed world. As experience shows, SMEs significantly solve problems: sources
of filling the state budget and creating jobs, structural restructuring and renewal of production, effective interaction of the state
and the production sector, implementation of social and economic programs, construction of an effective economic strategy, and
others. The war caused huge losses both to the Ukrainian economy as a whole and negatively affected the activities of SMEs
in Ukraine. Along with the established problems of business functioning, new threats have appeared, including active hostilities
and proximity to the front, destruction, shelling, interruptions in electricity supply and communication, unavailability of credit
funds, a drop in consumer demand and a decrease in the solvency of the population, complications in logistics and inflation,
risks and problems related to tax and customs systems.

That is why, in order to face the challenges of war, there is a need for research on the impact of state regulation, grant pro-
grams of domestic and international support and stimulation, for the effective functioning of SMEs in Ukraine, study of changes
in legislative and regulatory support, which will allow to reduce the financial burden as much as possible in order to ensure the
employment of the population. social stability in the country, regional development and prevention of migration, receipt of tax
and other payments to the budget, military victory of Ukraine.

Goal. The purpose of the study is to study the problems and prospects of the effective functioning of SMEs in Ukraine during
the martial law period based on changes in the legislative and regulatory provision of accounting and taxation, the disclosure of
approaches in the field of state regulation, the role of domestic and international grant programs, and the assessment of their
financial capabilities.

Materials and methods. The research materials are: 1) the works of domestic and foreign authors who conduct their scientific
and practical research studying the problems and prospects of the functioning of SMEs in Ukraine during the period of martial
law; 2) changes in legislative and regulatory support for accounting and taxation of SMEs; 3) disclosure of approaches in the
field of state regulation, the role of grant domestic and international support programs, assessment of their financial capabilities.

In the process of carrying out the research, the following scientific methods were used: the method of analysis and synthesis
to formulate both the topic and the goal of the research; the method of content analysis for the purpose of in-depth study of
scientific and practical literature on the subject of research; a method of critical analysis for finding undisclosed or incompletely
resolved problem aspects. The method of theoretical generalization and grouping for the study of the state of activity of SMEs,
problems and prospects during martial law. The method of formalization, analysis and synthesis for the implementation of
changes in the legislative and regulatory regulation of accounting and taxation of SMEs for the period 2022-2024. The meth-
od of systematic analysis in order to reveal the consequences of changes and innovations in the tax accounting of SMEs. The
method of going from the abstract to the concrete is necessary for studying the role of domestic and international grant support
programs for SMEs, assessing their financial capabilities. Method of logical generalization of results for formulating conclusions.

The results. The scientific article reveals the state of activity of small and medium-sized businesses in Ukraine in 2022, de-
velopment trends in 2023. and directions of stabilization in 2024, including problems and prospects. It is noted that the most
popular branch in the activity of SMEs at the beginning of 2022. (see Fig. 1.), there was wholesale and retail trade, as well as motor
vehicle repair. By the start of the war (2022), approximately 45% of enterprises in the primary sector (agriculture and mining),
35% in the secondary sector (factories, factories, industrial production) and 37% in the tertiary sector (services) are at risk of
destruction in the frontline and partially occupied regions (Fig. 2). The article draws attention to the problems of the development
of SMEs, namely [14-15]: lack of a sufficient number of solvent customers in the domestic market — 62%; unpredictability of the
development of the situation in Ukraine and the domestic market — 48%; lack of sufficient capital — 43%; unforeseen actions of
the state that can worsen the state of business — 29%; unavailability of credit funds, including — the 5-7-9 program, 0% loans,
etc. — 28%; destruction of supply chains — 26%; inefficient, long and expensive logistics — 23%.
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It was determined that changes in the legislative and regulatory provision of accounting and taxation of SMEs in 2022,
introduced for the period of the termination or cancellation of martial law on the territory of Ukraine, and the return in 2023 to
the previous tax base contributed to a significant decrease in tax revenues to the state budget, and from January 1, 2024, the
introduction of innovations regarding the payment of a single tax (US) and a single social contribution (USS) for sole proprietor-
ships and legal entities from January 1, 2024 (table 1).

A systematic overview of the state grant program for business support “eRobota” is given. It was revealed that since the
launch of the eRobota project (in July 2022), more than 13,000 Ukrainians have received grant funds to start or expand their
own business, and the state has invested UAH 7 billion in the development of SMEs. The main purpose of granting grants is to
support the recovery of entrepreneurial activity in the territories of Ukraine that were most affected by hostilities and were occu-
pied, as well as to strengthen the stability of micro-businesses in other regions of Ukraine during the war. Attention was drawn to
the need to create an investment map of the country for companies planning to invest in Ukraine in the future by the European
Business Association (EBA) and the Global Business for Ukraine (GB4U) association together with the Ukraine Invest company.

The grant activity of USAID “Competitive Economy of Ukraine” in 2023, which started from $10,000, was received by SMEs
of all Ukraine. In particular: 100 grants for small and medium-sized female and family enterprises in the amount from $10,000
to $35,000 as of August 25. 2023; 25 grants for small and medium-sized processing enterprises — in the amount from $75,000
to $150,000 as of December 15, 2023. and other.

Attention is drawn to the fact that 31 grant programs will continue to operate in 2024. Actually, some of the programs in
2023 was issued: Mercy Corps Grant program: for a relocated business or in the process of relocation — up to $20,000 as of
12/31/2023. (Ivano-Frankivsk, Lviv, Kyiv, Ternopil regions); assistance to IDPs to start or restore a micro-business up to $1,500 as
of 12/31/2023. (Dnipropetrovsk region); restoration of small farming activity lost due to the war up to $1,500 as of 12/31/2023.

Ukraine); European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD) EU4CLIMATE: for companies developing or implementing
green innovations — up to 50,000 euros (30.09.2023) (all of Ukraine) and others. The article summarizes that in 2022-2023 aid
was received from: the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development; European Investment Bank; International Finance
Corporation (IFS); KfW — the state bank of the German Government; USAID — United States Agency for International Develop-
ment. In Fig. 3. the receipt of grants in the regions of Ukraine was studied, namely: the most grant-recipients were from Lviv (47
people), Rivne (43 people), Ivano-Frankivsk (29 people), Kyiv (21 people), and Dnipropetrovsk (19 people) regions. The largest
number of SME grant recipients in the regions of Ukraine according to the results of the seventeenth wave: Lviv region — 14%,
Rivne region — 13% and Kyiv region — 13% (Fig. 4).

The article draws attention to the state credit program “available loans 5-7-9”. In particular, in 2023, more than 40,000
preferential loans were issued for the amount of almost UAH 170 billion; and for 2024, UAH 18 billion has been pledged, as well
as new mortgage lending support programs ‘Affordable Mortgage 7%” and “eOselya’”.

Summarized the important role of state and international grant support programs for the creation and development of business
during the war in Ukraine for the following reasons: economic (industrial) recovery of the state; job creation; development of social
initiatives; reduction of economic tension; investment attraction; development of innovations. 72.8% of entrepreneurs consider
the elimination of corruption, 48.8% — judicial reform, 40.8% — improving access to loans and making them cheaper, 36.7% —
tax reform 10-10-10 as the most priority tasks for the government (+3); 77% of respondents point to changes in the tax system.

Prospects. In further research, it is proposed to focus attention on the fact that: 1) issuing micro-grants to support SMEs is
a popular initiative among Ukrainian entrepreneurs; 2) gender equality — 57% of winners and recipients are women; 3) regional
balance; 4) the most popular areas of activity are wholesale and retail trade, motor vehicle repair, processing industry, temporary
accommodation and catering. 5) issuance of micro-grants — creation of additional jobs.
