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Abstract. The article provides a theoretical analysis of the digital image ’s
role in shaping adolescent identity amid large-scale digitalization. The virtual
space has become a dominant environment for communication and self-
expression, fundamentally altering the conditions for psychological development.
Identity formation now centers on a constructed digital image, which answers not
«Who am 1?» but «Who do | want to appear to be?». The aim is to substantiate
this shift using Jacques Lacan’s psychoanalytic framework.

Integrating the «digital mirrory concept with Lacan’s theory allows for a
reinterpretation of adolescent identity. The classical mirror stage — where the
infant recognizes itself in a holistic image — takes on new forms in the digital age.
The physical mirror is replaced by the screen, and the static image by an editable
profile. The adolescent experiences a permanent mirror stage, where image
construction is continuous under feedback from the virtualized Other. This
intensifies the tension between fragmented bodily experience (corps morcele) and
the ideal wholeness of the image. Multiple accounts create a dispersed subject,
with the digital image functioning as a prosthetic identity.

A crucial role is played by the transformation of Lacan’s «gaze of the
Other» (le regard de | 'Autre) into the algorithmic structures of digital platforms.
Self-esteem becomes dependent on reactions from this impersonal Big Other,
which distributes visibility and social value through likes and recommendations.
This leads to internalization of the external gaze and self-objectification, where
social comparison becomes an ontological condition. The phenomenon of «repost
identity» and influencer culture deepen the risk of losing uniqueness, shaping
identity from ready-made templates. This creates existential insecurity, where
fluctuations in feedback threaten the stability of the «l», generating internal
conflicts and dependence on external evaluation.

Awareness of this dynamic has direct implications for psychological
support. The task is not to demonize the digital environment but to develop the
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capacity to symbolize experience. Key support strategies include: 1) fostering
critical digital literacy as a reflexive attitude towards the desire for recognition;
2) developing emotional resilience independent of virtual evaluations; 3) creating
spaces for authenticity with real Others; 4) guiding parents toward dialogue and
understanding the digital image's role in self-determination.

The conclusions emphasize the contradictory nature of digital image
construction: it enables creativity but creates risks of addiction and loss of
authenticity. Further research should empirically study the relationship between
digital image types and adolescent development using Lacanian discourse
analysis, as well as develop validated programs for fostering healthy digital
identity.
