Abstract. The article presents a theoretical analysis of dialogic practices of
forgiveness as a resource of psychological well-being and life task resolution for social
work clients under conditions of systemic uncertainty generated by full-scale armed
aggression. It is substantiated that social work clients constitute a particularly vulnerable
category: they combine specific experiences of social inequality, discrimination,
secondary traumatisation, or chronic stress with unprocessed experiences of grievances
and offences of various types that block their resource potential. The concept of dialogic
practices of forgiveness is defined as the totality of structured and unstructured forms of
forgiveness work that occur in dialogic space (internal or external) and are aimed at

transforming the relationship with one's painful experience. The relationship between
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forgiveness, narrative coherence, and the capacity to solve relevant life tasks is analyzed:
forgiveness performs unblocking, reintegrative, resource-building, prospective, and
narrative functions in the process of restoring the client's subjectivity. Four types of
dialogic practices of forgiveness in social work are identified: individual narrative, group
dialogic, reflective writing, and Al-assisted. The conditions, advantages, and limitations
of each type are described. A comparative description of the types of dialogic forgiveness
practices according to key parameters of effectiveness is presented. The theoretical
implications for developing forgiveness-informed practice in social work with adults
under wartime conditions are discussed.
