Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of narrative strategies used by student
youth to solve life tasks under conditions of systemic uncertainty intensified by the
full-scale armed aggression against Ukraine. The theoretical foundations of the narrative
approach to understanding students’ personal experience as subjects of their own identity
are substantiated. The concept of narrative strategy is revealed as a way of organizing
personal experience into a coherent story that performs meaning-making, regulatory, and
projective functions and ensures a subjective sense of continuity, agency, and meaning in
situations of uncertainty. The specificity of adolescence and emerging adulthood as
developmental periods particularly sensitive to situations of future openness and
unresolved identity tasks is analyzed. Four main types of narrative strategies are

identified and characterized: the strategy of meaning integration, narrative projection,

adaptation, and avoidance; for each type, the characteristic subject position, temporal
orientation, and specificity of narrative coherence are described. It was established that
the vast majority of students (more than 85%) employ adaptive narrative strategies,
indicating a pronounced resource potential of student youth even under conditions of
systemic uncertainty. The resource potential of narrative practices is analyzed through the
lens of the conservation of resources theory. The practical significance of the findings for
the psychological support of student youth during wartime and Ukraine’s post-war
recovery is discussed, particularly the prospects of narrative-oriented counseling and
group narrative practices.
